We use internet for many purposes like chatting,
gaming, depositing money, watching videos,
listening to music, blogging and what not. But
if | ask you whether you are surfing securely on
the web, what will you answer me? Some of you
might say ‘we are secured on the web’ but most
of you will say ‘we are not secured’. Why are
we getting two different types of answers? Why
can’t we confidently give a single answer that
‘we are secured’? In this section | will work out
the following answers to the above question.

The ‘Internet’ that we commonly know is an
example of a WAN (Wide Area Network) where
different computers are interlinked together
using wire or wireless connectivity. The internet
is divided into three sections namely:

e Surface Web - Surface web is the web
which we, the common people, surf on the net.
It includes the common website which we surf
(Google, yahoo, YouTube, banking sites, ticket
booking sites, etc.). It accounts for nearly 4% of
the Internet!!

e Deep Web - Deep Web is the web which is
not accessed by the common people. Itincludes
some government sites (military, finance, etc)
and some big business websites which are
hidden from the public. It can be used by only
those users having the link of the websites and

maybe by using some special browsers. It is
partially legal as well as illegal.

e Dark Web - The data that is purposefully
unrevealed and is not attainable through any
standard web browsers is termed as dark web.
It cannot be surfed using any normal browsers
(Google, etc). It can be surfed using special
browsers like Tor (The Onion Router). The
contents in the dark net are mostly illegal.

e Dark Net - A different network that is
encrypted and is created upon the existing
internet is called Dark net. It can only be
accessed by using some specific configuration
of the tools and software. It is illegal too.

While using internet, specially the banking sites
as well as the social networking sites most
of people are hacked. This is mainly done by
cracking our IP (Internet Protocol) address and
then hacking our network.

Hackers (usually Black Hat hackers) hack into
our systems by finding vulnerabilities in our
system. These can be avoided by:

e Always connecting to an authentic network.
Don’t use any local free Wi-Fi for accessing any
account.

¢ Not going to any porn sites (as they contain
many java script pop-ups, which are harmful for
a system).

¢ Never go to any unknown site if the browser
detects it as malicious. Always use a paid and
authentic antivirus software.

I tell one thing to the readers that surfing dark net
and deep web is not illegal in India but needs to
be accessed very carefully.

If you use
Tor, your identity will be hidden from your ISP
(Internet Service Provider) and you can surf the
net anonymously. I’'m not sponsoring Tor, nor
saying you not to use it. It’s your system and
you can do anything. But NEVER maximise
your browser window while surfing Tor.
By doing so your identity will be cracked.
NEVER go to any websites ending with .onion

extension using Tor.

These will lead you to sites which are extremely
illegal and contain contents of Drugs, Child
Pornography, hiring hitman, and all nasty things.
You will be caught and sent to Jail for lifetime.
We are not totally safe on the internet; maybe
any Black Hat hacker is watching our activities
and planning for any attack on our system!!!!

With
every kilometre passed by, view of Mt. Shivling
peak and Bhagirathi peaks were becoming clear
and visible. The trek from Gangotri to Bhojwasa
could be rated as a moderate level of difficulty trek.
Though some parts of the track were a little difficult
with mini landslides and very narrow pathways,
the scenery throughout the trek was breath-taking

with the Bhagirathi river flowing way below the
trekking route on one side and the mountainous
terrain on the other. We had about a half hour
break at Chirwasa (approx. 14 km from Gangotri),
had some snacks and continued our way to
Bhojwasa where we stayed for a night in an ashram
(Lal Baba Ashram). This ashram provided us with
accomodation and food. Alternatively, you can
stay in tent which you have to bring from Gangotri.
Bhojwasa is a small valley at a height of around
4,023 metre above sea level. It gets very cold
in the nights here.

Day 2 : Bhojwasa — Gomukh - Tapovan

The next day was the toughest part of the trek,
first to Gomukh (approximately 8 km walk
from Bhojwasa) and then onward to Tapovan
(approximately 7 km from Gomukh).

The track from Bhojwasa to Gomukh was mostly
strewn with big boulders and therefore, time taken
to trek increases as you to have to carefully
tread over them. In this trek, the snow-clad
mountains slowly came into full view. We had a
small break at Gomukh and had snacks with the
view of the “origin of the Ganges” in front of us. From
Gomukh to Tapovan was a very difficult trek-first
over the Gomukh glacier (approx. 3.5 km) and then
climbing up the mountain which was at an angle
of around 80 degree to 85 degree and very narrow
pathways. There was no track as such but large
boulders at some places and sandy soil at others

which made the climb at such an altitude even
tougher. However, the scenic beauty of the
barren mountains was a treat to the eyes. On
reaching the Tapovan valley at a height of around
4,700 metre, the enormity of the situation strikes
you. A huge tract of barren land with snow-clad
mountains surrounding it on all sides.

The mountain ranges are Shivling on one side and
Bhagirathi peaks 1, 2 and 3 on the other. We stayed
at an ashram (Mouni Baba Ashram) here too
for the night though there were many trekkers
who stayed in tents put out in the valley. There
was no electricity but the blanket of stars was
complementing the dark night. The weather, even
in mid-May was very chilling, to say the least.
Tapovan offered a lot of experience and a stack of
memories to hold the lifetime.

Day 3 : Tapovan — Gomukh - Bhojwasa

We started our trekking back through the same
route back the next day. Climbing down the steep
mountain was at times even more difficult than
going up because we had to tread very carefully
due to the sandy nature of the soil for fear of

slipping.

We came back to Bhojwasa and stayed for another
night there (in Lal Baba Ashram) before trekking

back to Gangotri.

On our return journey from Gangotri, we stayed
for a night at Netala and for two nights at Haridwar
before flying back from Dehradun to Kolkata via
Delhi.

The trek was a lifetime experience and for avid
trekkers is a one-time must.
